Learning Style Activity – Instructions
1. Create three signs (be creative)

a. Yells

b. Looks

c. Runs

2. Place a sign in different places in a room 

3. Read the following scenario to the class:

a. Have the students stand – close their eyes so they can imagine the scenario.

b. You are at a theatre watching a very exciting, thrilling movie.  As you watch the movie, you are thinking this may be one of the best movies you have seen and it is quickly becoming one of you favorite movies.  About forty-five minutes into the movie, you start to smell smoke.  Your senses are heightened because of the movie, so you believe that you are imagining smelling the smoke.  The smell of smoke starts getting stronger; you notice a cloud of smoke rolling out from underneath the stage curtain.  In that moment, you realized a fire has started in the theatre.

What is your first reaction?  

Do you start yelling “fire!” or start screaming directions? If so, do to (point towards the sign that has yells on it).

OR
Do you quickly look around the theatre to visualize an escape path? If so, do to (point towards the sign that has looks on it).

OR

Do you start running towards the exit while grabbing others as you go?  If so, do to (point towards the sign that has runs on it).

4. Start yelling fire – fire!  Have the students move to their locations.  You could also play siren sounds as they move to their spots.

5. Afterwards, have the students return to their seats.  Ask them to make notation where they stood. 

6. Explain that they may have the inclination to do all three but their first reaction is more likely their preferred learning style.

7. Have the students take the learning style assessment.
