Card Trick Explanation

Dererae Allen has a great explanation for the Extra Credit Costa Rican Card Trick. 

The card trick works since it ask you to pick one card and think about that one card for 20 seconds. The card you chose is stored into one’s long-term memory since you repeat it visually in your mind and saying it out loud for twenty seconds and remember it since its deemed important. Also one develops an interest in remembering their card to figure out the card trick and they intend on remembering. 

However none of the other cards are remembered due to one deeming them as not important or significant to the card trick and the directions did not direct to do so. As a result the other cards are stored in short-term memory which is temporary and only stays in memory for 30 seconds. So at the end of the trick when the Carlos shows you the other cards one does not find their card since all of the cards are different then the original cards shown. One doesn’t realize it since the other cards are forgotten because they were not remember or stored in long-term memory given that they were not rehearsed, reviewed or renewed for long-term memory storage. One doesn’t know that the cards are different until they review the entire card trick. The Costa Rican card trick tricks one’s memory and exploits short-term and long-term memory storage principles. This trick might not work if one rehearsed, recited and reviewed the all of the cards original displayed, since one would store all of the cards into long-term memory. Subsequently they would realize that the cards were different at the conclusion of the card trick.
